So this is a heads up for all of you interested in displaying and selling fleece, roving and yarn to be thinking about what you will have and to be letting us know. Our booth will be approx. 10’ x 20’ and will be next to the fleece show. If you are interested in taking advantage to the booth to show your farm products please call or email me ( number and email below ) so that we know how many to expect.

In general the protocol will be:

· All alpaca products will be from UMA member farms and be 50% or more alpaca.
· If you wish to sell products you will need to be available to set up (on Friday) and to take a shift during the event (Saturday and Sunday) and collect unsold items at closing.
· The emphasis will be on fiber or yarn for fiber artists as they are the primary buyers at Shepherd’s Harvest. However, if you have pieces that show in finished form something that can be made of your yarn or fleece to give buyers an idea of how much to buy or how any given yarn knits or crochets up and want to put a price on that finished piece that is fine. · An inventory (spread sheet) of your items for sale, and inventory number and the price. Two copies, one for you and one for us.  All items should be double tagged with your farm name, inventory number and price. We will remove one tag at the time of the sale for inventory purposes. · The cost of the booth and tables (booth $75 and tables $10 each) will be divided equally between selling farms.
· Among other areas for attention: 
· Clearly mark the yardage of yarn and the weight, if pricing by weight.
· Fleece should be reasonably clean, skirted, and suitable for processing, i.e. not tender.
· If you know the AFD of your fleece be sure to include it.
